Panel Meet in Ottawa to discuss Aboriginal Health
(OTTAWA - May 24, 2000) Aboriginal health experts will participate in a Forum hosted by the Canadian Association of Parliamentarians on Population and Development (CAPPD) on Parliament Hill, Monday, May 29th.  

First Nations and the Inuit face a number of serious health and health care challenges. While significant progress has been made in some areas, health issues such as diabetes, prenatal nutrition, suicide and HIV/AIDS remain prime areas of concern.

The Forum will feature a panel discussion with five high-profile panellists speaking on Aboriginal health services and issues - from international, national and community perspectives. In addition, a Health Canada representative will discuss the Canadian government’s response to Aboriginal health concerns. The discussion will also feature prescriptions for future change and a Question and Answer session.

Participants at the forum will include representatives from a wide variety of organizations including many Aboriginal associations, MPs and Senators, diplomatic corps, NGOs, 

Canadian government officials, the public, and social/health service organizations.
